Major Course Objectives:   Geometry 250 will help students acquire an understanding of geometric and spatial relationships. Students will study real numbers, operations, and patterns. They will investigate angles, parallel and perpendicular lines, circles, two- and three- dimensional objects, surface area, volume, Cartesian coordinates, sample space, probability distribution, constructions, transformations, and symmetries. The course will also introduce students to inductive and deductive reasoning, which they will use to establish the validity of conjectures, prove theorems, and critique the arguments of others.

CLASS PROCEDURES

1. Sharpen pencil before or after class. During class, you will need to raise your hand to sharpen pencils. Due to limited amount of space in the classroom, on student will be allowed at each pencil sharpener. Lines will not be formed to sharpen pencils.

2. Sit in your assigned seat, and begin on your warm up assignment every single day without waiting on the teacher to enter the classroom after completion of hall duty.

CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS

Attendance & Make-up Work Policy: Students will be allowed on day for every absence to complete and return make-up work. Missed assignments are the student’s responsibility.

Teacher Responsibility: The teacher will design and teach meaningful lessons which incorporate the Show Me Standards goals and performance standards, within the given curriculum and Course Level Expectations. The teacher will also have high expectations for all students to perform on a passing level as well as to maintain effective classroom management. In regards to your student’s performance and progress, the teacher will consistently notify parents.
